Economic Partnership Agreements. Machiavellian instruments of EU trade policy or Samaritan
development tools? Katharina Anna Serrano in International Journal of Private Law 2009. January 2010.

Off Track? Findings from South Africa’s First APRM Implementation Report. South African Institute of
International Affairs.

This paper summarises and analyses the First Report on the Implementation of South Africa’s African Peer Review
Mechanism Programme of Action. Although the Implementation Report was initially praised at the African Union
Summit in January 2009, a closer look reveals many of its faults and deficiencies.
